sometimes seems slow. But Jesus boldly asserts: ò[God] 
will see to it that justice is done for them speedi-

lyó (18:8). But since Godõs speedy differs from ours, Je-
susõ story counsels us to be dauntless in faith, unwearied 
in prayer, confident Godõs justice will come for every-

one. But Jesusõ poignant final question is pointedly left 
unanswered: òBut when the Son of Man comes, will he 

find faith on earth?ó (18:8).
