The Gospel passages for 
today and next week are 
from the òMission 

Sermon,ó second of the 
five great sermons in 

Matthewõs Gospel. These 
words are addressed not 

only to disciples long ago and far away, but to us, right 
here and now.  Challenging, his expectations of how 

courageous we should be, Jesus is straightforward about 
our obligation to bear witness in a dangerous, cynical 

world. His warning is matched to the first reading from 

Jeremiah. Whenever the Gospel issue is the cost of 
discipleship, we hear from that prophet whose life was a 
testimony to fidelity in the face of rejection and cruelty. 
Less dramatic, but no less painful, is the experience of 
anyone who today dares defend Catholic teaching on a 

wide spectrum of moral or social issues. But our 
obligation to do so derives from our Baptism, which 

anoints us to the prophetic office, and from 
Confirmation, which strengthens us for witnessing by 
gift of the Holy Spirit.   It is important, then, for us to 
hear another command that Jesus issues three times in 
this one passage: Do not be afraid! In fact, if we fear 

anything, perhaps we ought to be afraid that discipleship 
has cost most of us very little indeed.

Son desafiantes las expectativas de Jesús en cuanto a lo 
valiente que debemos ser. Jesús es bien directo acerca de 

nuestra obligación de dar testimonio en un mundo 

peligroso y cínico. Su advertencia se asemeja a la 
primera lectura del profeta Jeremías, cuya vida fue un 

testimonio de fidelidad aun frente al rechazo y a la 
crueldad. Menos dramático, pero no menos dolorosa, es 

la experiencia de cualquiera que se atreva hoy día a 
defender las enseñanzas católicas sobre el amplio 

espectro de asuntos morales o sociales. Pero nuestra 
obligación de dar testimonio se deriva de nuestro 
Bautismo, el cual nos unge para desempeñar un 

ministerio profético, y de la Confirmación, que nos da la 
fortaleza para dar testimonio por el don del Espíritu 
Santo.  Por eso es importante para nosotros oír otro 
mandamiento que da Jesús tres veces en este mismo 

pasaje: ¡No teman! Es más, si hay que temer algo, tal vez 

pudiéramos temer que el discipulado nos ha costado 
muy poco a la mayoría de nosotros.
