St. Jerome Parish Questionnaire Update

Thank you to all who took the time to answer the St.
Jerome Parish Questionnaire! We have received a total of
393 completed forms from 144 males and 245 females.
(Four people chose not to share their gender.) The average
age of respondents was 51, and 313 (79%) of those who
responded were registered parishioners. All are welcome
here and if you attend Mass with us at St. Jerome, we invite
you to become part of our fifamily of familiesO by
registering either online at www.stjeromesatx.org/parish-
registration or with our parish office at 210-648-2694.

We will begin to report our survey findings with your
responses to the first category of questions: Welcoming/
Atmosphere. An overwhelming 97%, or 381 people, said
that they feel welcome at St. Jerome. When asked how we
can be more welcoming, half of those who
had recommendations suggested that we have greeters at
the door to welcome you. Some other suggestions included
coffee after Mass, reaching out to new parishioners, being
warm, friendly, positive, inclusive, nonjudgmental, and
continuing to have people of various races participate.

We listened to your suggestions and would like to begin by
implementing greeters at Mass. During this fiSeason of
WelcomeO ,parishioners from various ministries of our
parish will volunteer to serve as greeters. If this is a
ministry that interests you, please fill out a yellow contact
card with your contact information, write fiGreeter0 on the
back and drop in the collection basket.

Each of us has our own reasons for choosing to attend St.
Jerome as the following states from the survey: 279 -
Location, 243 - Family/Friends, 220 - Community, 160 -
Priest, 137 — Ministries. Some of us have been here all of
our lives and others on the other hand are relatively
newcomers. We want everyone to feel warmly accepted
and appreciated.

Thirty-First Sunday in Ordinary Time

During this Season of
Welcome you are encouraged
to share the gift of your faith
and mercy that you have
received in the fullness of the
Catholic  Church. After

the person the Holy Spirit will lead you to. Make sure your
invitation is based on authentic care of the other, otherwise it
might come across as superficial or agenda driven. Be
confident in the Holy Spirit that he is preparing the heart of
the person you have in mind so they are receptive to the
invitation. However, do not be discouraged if your invitation
is declined, remember God works in His time, not ours.

Below are a few pictures taken during the visit of Alan Ames
to our parish on Wednesday, October 22nd. Alan has the gift
of healing and tongues as he prays over individuals. The
phenomena of speaking or praying in tongues are among the
charismatic gifts of the Holy Spirit. These gifts are referred
to in 1 Corinthians 12:27-30. While at times the charismatic
gifts are misunderstood, none the less, they are recognized
by the Catholic Church. While trying to understand the
charismatic gifts in this light, we see that the movement of
the Spirit works within the Church according to His will and
according to the cooperation of the faithful. In the Catholic
Cat e ¢ hhe Clorch states figrace is first and
foremost the gift of the Spirit who justifies and
sanctifies usO .The Ca t e cgheb a to say that there
are sacramental graces, gifts proper to the Sacraments
or special graces also called charisms, which in Greek
refers to figratuitous gifts.0 These are the graces that the
Church calls the extraordinary gifts which include
prophecy, tongues or others, but which are always at the
service of sacramental grace and the common good of
the Church. These gifts are at the service of charity,
which St. Paul says builds up the Church.
